Complete entry lists are not published.  Certain classes run under drawn order rules and dressage classes will be published on www.brendonpyecombe.co.uk and our Facebook page showing horse, rider and owner details.  Our website passes your show  details etc to Equine Affairs who run the horse events website. See  their Privacy  Statement.  Results are available during the show and some events after the show on the website and Facebook pages.  This website does not hold the contact details or other personal data about competitors - only their names and results. If you think that your results are incorrect please contact the show (usually via their secretary).  Entries submitted via email will be kept for no longer than is necessary for that purpose or those purposes. No information from these records will be passed onto third parties without your consent. 
2. Newsletter / Mailing List Consent
We will delete all current newsletter/mailing list recipients unless you have consented to agree to remain on the mailing lists.  By clicking on our submit to mailing list links this will automatically give us your consent to add to mailing list for updates on events, news, competitions and saddlery special offers.   Should you wish to be removed from our mailing list please email light16@hotmail.co.uk. 
3. Log Files
Like many other web sites, we may make use of log files. These files merely log visitors to the site - usually a standard procedure for hosting companies and a part of hosting service’s analytics.
